War, peace and the
environment: not the usual
triad, but to sociologists
Alice and Lincoln Day,
they are the cornerstones
of the world they live in
and work to change.

The Days, both
members of the Village,
have long been concerned
about global warming.
They live an ecologically
conscious life: they do not
own a car, clothes dryer or
dishwasher and they shun
plastics and other non-
recyclable objects. But
their focus reaches beyond
mundane daily practicesd
they care deeply about the
global effects of climate
warming and the
environmental destruction
of our planet. In particular,
they seek to draw attention
to the negative impact war
has had on the
environment.

Being fans of
environmental films, it
seemed natural to them to
turn to this medium as a
means of spreading the
message. iSc
Wounded Lives: The
Environmental Footprint of
War , 0 premie
2008 DC Environmental
Film Festival.

enthusiastic participant in
DCV activities.

But the voice of Enrico
Caruso forms the back-
ground for her quest, and
the melodies of opera
combined with the human
voice, which Kay posits as
Ahumanki ndods
i nstrument, O
partners in her life. Caruso
was dead for six years when
Kay began taking piano
lessons from Madame Edna
Ingold in her native town of
Ocoee, Florida. Kay reports
being Aunt al
came to the piano, but she
was mesmerized by the
voices that emerged when
Mme. Ingold cranked up her
tabletop Victrola and played
arias by Caruso, Melba,
Galli-Curci, and Ponselle.
She was hooked!

Her collection began in
1942 when she purchased a
25 cent double-sided Red
Victor label record featuring
Musica Proibita and Addio.
(Musica proibita refers to
forbidden musicd the songs
troubadors would sing to
their lovers beneath
windows and balconies;
addio is goodbye in Italian).
Friends also allowed her to
raid their f
holdings to augment the
fledgling collection.

Today it consists of books,
original and reissued vinyl
records, reel-to- reel
recordings made and
compiled by Kay and her
friend Joseph Campbell,
who owned a classical-
music store in Washington.
Campbell furnished the
technical skills and Kay
provided the commentary.

One of the more unusual
items in her collection is a
cartoon by German-

American political cartoonist
Joseph H. Kepler. Kepler
used his publication Puck as
the vehicle to ridicule the
political elite in New York

His targeted audience was
the 400,000 ethnic Germans
who lived in New York
when Puck was founded in
1876. Originally written in
German, it caused such a
sensation that an English
edition appeared the
following year. William
Randolph Hearst was so
irritated with Puck that he
bought it in 1917 and shut it
down.

Kay has identified and
tagged the main characters in
the cartoon, which features
the two warring antagonists:
the Academy and the
Metropolitan. Another
choice piece is a framed
picture of Caruso with a
separate dated autograph.

Kay has already shipped the
musical part of her collection
to Tallahassee, along with
books. She is working on

two albums that she hopes to
finish shortly recounting
Carusobs care

was going to do now that her
Caruso collecting days are

Murkowski that sought to
bl ock the EP,
regulate carbon emissions.

Alice questions why so
many Americans have been
slow to recognize the reality
of climate change. She
notes that countries around
the world have addressed
this question with the
support of their populations.
Lincoln traces it back to the
American practice of
treating land as a
commercial entity, pointing
to the grabbing of Native
American land. He adds that
farm land is taxed on the
basis of its sales value rather
than what it contributes to
the environment or
economy. Lincoln
additionally attributes the
negative response to good
old American anti-
intellectualism, evidenced
particularly in
fundamentalist religious
groups that reject scientific
data.

Both admire
Nobel prize-winning film,
An Inconvenient Truth, but
regret he di
enormous military
expenditure for fuel. Alice
points out that an F-16 jet
